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I chose to emulate the work of Jim Wrinkle. To start with I’ll tell you a little bit about the artist. James Wrinkle attended Chouinard Art School for a bachelor of fine arts in 1970. He has many different paintings, both on wood cut outs and made in Photoshop (pixel paintings). He gets his inspirations for his works from everyday moments, things he sees, and from nature. 

Recently I wrote to Mr. Wrinkle asking him what his inspirations for “Modeled Shapes 1” came from. He sent me the following reply back: 

Dear Ms. Woody, 

Thanks for selecting my work for your project.

I think I know what the inspiration was for that pixel painting: I went on a long hike in a forest in Big Sur ca. I noticed the many beautiful organic shapes of the red wood forest, saw a beautiful king snake and a waterfall that had an odd radiant green reflected color! When I  got to my studio and started to paint using my computer ( I have a Mac with Photoshop and a graphic tablet.) this image happened--so maybe the visual information of the hike came out in the painting, not sure though.
