“300 Pictures” Assignment

Premise of the Assignment:  After a discussion about “Street Photography”, Mr. B. assigned the class to capture a day’s worth of their life on film.  Here are the rules:

1. You may use any device that can take pictures.  Cell phone is fine, or you can use a digital camera from home or use Mr. B.’s Classroom digital camera. 

2. Choose a day that you will COMMIT to recording in pictures.  If you are going to do this during a school day, let Mr. B. know so that he can email your teachers regarding the project in case you need to take a picture during their class.

3. Decide on a rough “Theme” for your pictures for that day.  Here are some ideas:

a. Self-portraits, taking a picture of yourself in whatever environment you happen to be in.

b. A details picture, taking a close-up picture of something near you, focusing more on the abstract nature of the shot.

c. Surroundings, taking pictures of where you are and what is around you.

d. Faces, taking pictures of the faces of people that are around you.

e. Stitching picture, using Mr. B.’s Camera and its “stitching” ability to create elongated pictures of what is around you.

f. Any other idea that you can come up with that might work for your pictures.

4. Starting from when you wake up in the morning until you go to bed that night, you must commit to taking AT LEAST ONE picture every hour of the day (For a Total of FIFTEEN pictures per student.)  Concentrate on the real and try to not to “stage” your pictures, I am interested in the reality of what happens in the lives of our students.  Do not worry about blurry or crooked pictures, there are plenty of pictures of master photographers that are blurry or crooked.  
5. School appropriateness:  Try to keep all of your pictures school appropriate, if at all possible.  If you have a choice between an inappropriate image and an appropriate image to submit for this project, please choose the appropriate one.  Keep in mind, however, that “inappropriate” subject matter has long been a staple of the “Street Photographer,” and such images may have genuine merit, just not for this assignment.

6. Collect, by whatever method you need to use, all of your pictures into a single folder and copy that folder to Mr. B.’s drop box for the class.

7. Mr. B. will create our class gallery for the web and post our images for all to view when the pictures are all turned in.
