PART ONE:

You have been working extensively on the Graphic Design Process assignments, in which you designed a small business logo, letterhead and business card, as well as a sales brochure and the layout for the business’ commercial.

Now, I would like for you to create two single page Magazine Advertisements for your business.  Please include all of the following parameters in your work:

1. Create these two Advertisements on 8 ½ (wide) x 11 (high) inch PhotoShop canvases, of whatever color is appropriate.

2. Create a well-balanced and appealing advertisement that encourages a customer to purchase the business products or seek more information about the business.

3. Use any appropriate PhotoShop techniques learned throughout the year to make these advertisements as professional looking as possible, this should include page borders, text effects, etc. 
4. Use all of the design principles and visual communication ideas that you have acquired throughout the year to make these advertisements pleasing and attractive.
5. Make sure that both of the Advertisements carry the THEME of your commercial.  While you do not have to use the exact layout and characters as your commercial, the advertisements should be laid out so as to REMIND the customer of the commercials.

6. The business LOGO and a business slogan, at minimum, should also be included on the advertisement, but should not take up more than 1/10th of the canvas space.
7. Additional text, information or other clutter is NOT required, but may be included if absolutely necessary.

8. Save these canvases as “lastname_commercial_1.JPG” and “lastname_commercial_2.JPG”.

9. Copy these two files to my M: Drive Drop Box for your class period.

These pieces will be graded as follows:

· Creation of an Advertisement with a well-balanced and attractive layout= 25 points.

· Advertisement uses the same THEME as the commercial= 15 points.

· Use of Photoshop techniques and effects= 10 points.

· Creation of Second Advertisement, with all of the above criteria met= 50 points.

PART TWO:

Early on in the year, you used a bunch of magazine pictures to create a self-portrait.  This has been taped on the wall since about September.  You found a bunch of pictures from different magazines and cut them out, then glued them together to create a picture after Guiseppe Archimboldo, a 16th Century portraitist that used vegetables and flowers as the basis of his pictures.

Now, as your final project in Graphic Design, you will be creating another Self Portrait.  This time, you will be using PhotoShop and images that you locate on the Internet or from other sources to create your portrait.

There are no real rules on this assignment, just that I would like you to use all of the tips and tricks that you have learned over the year to create a well-balanced and artistic picture.  I do not care if this is a head-shot portrait or a full body action shot, doesn’t matter to me.  You need to use at least 15-25 different images to create your portrait, including the background.

Somewhere on your portrait, in a lettering style that fits you and your personality, please include the words “Self Portrait of your name”, the same way we did with the first portrait.

Save this work as “lastname_final_portrait.JPG”.  Copy this file to my M: Drive Drop Box for your class period.

This project should involve two class periods of work, one work/preparation day and one finals period.

This part of the final will be weighted equally with Part One.  It will be graded as follows:

· Use of PhotoShop techniques in the completion of the project= 50 points.

· Artistic Presentation of Self-Portrait= 50 points.
