Assignment: National “Make a Difference Day” Poster
Premise:  National “Make a Difference Day” is a national day of Volunteering and participating in community service.  In 2005, some 3 million people participated in “Make a Difference Day,” completing thousands of projects in hundreds of towns across the nation.  
This year, “Make a Difference Day” is Saturday, October 28th.  People across the country are encouraged to volunteer their time to help others that are less fortunate than themselves.  

Your Assignment:  The creation of promotional posters is time honored exercise for the Graphic Designers.  This week, we will be using our newly acquired Photoshop skills to create a poster advertising “Make a Difference Day.”  You may make any type of poster that you wish, as long as it carries the theme of “Making a Difference.”
To get started, download the “Make a Difference Day” poster file from the Graphic Design page of highlandtechnology.org.  Save it to your PROJECTS folder and then open it in Photoshop.
Poster Rules:  On your “Make a Difference” Poster, you must follow a couple of rules.  First off, the official sponsorship logo for “Make a Difference Day” is already on the poster file.  When your poster is completed, it MUST include this logo.  It must also include the Title of the event, as well as the day on which the event is held: Oct. 28th.
Second, this poster is a chance for you to demonstrate the skills that you have been learning in Photoshop since the beginning of the year.  When you have completed your poster, the poster must show your ability to use at least 5 of the following Photoshop techniques, tips and tricks that we have been learning during your Tutorial workshops.
