Dimensioning Problems (Make sure all dimension lines are created on a DIM layer in the color RED):

DRAWING 1: Page 51, Problem 2.  (Draw and DIMENSION the figure.  Use a CIRCLE 2P to create the ARCS on the side of the figure to the exact dimensions.)

DRAWING 2:  Page 119, Problem 2.  (You have already drawn this once before.  This time, DIMENSION the figure, as well.)

DRAWING 3:  Page 377, Problem 1.  (ESTIMATE the position of the holes in this figure.  DIMENSION the figure exactly as in the picture.  To draw the 3.05 line in the figure, you can use “@3.05<145”)

DRAWING 4:  Page 377, Problem 2.  (ESTIMATE the position of the holes in this figure.  DIMENSION the figure exactly as in the picture. To draw the 2.12 line in the figure, you can use “@2.12<45”, for the 2.83 line,  use “@2.84<135”)

DRAWING 5:  Page 378, Problem 3.  (Draw and DIMENSION the figure. DIMENSION the figure exactly as in the picture.  To draw the 4.6 line, use “@4.6<139”)

DRAWING 6:  Page 419, Problem 1.  (Draw and DIMENSION the figure.)

DRAWING 7:  Page 879, Problem 2.  (Draw and DIMENSION the figure.  DIMENSION the figure exactly as in the book.)
